Phase I Application Procedures

Individuals wishing to apply for membership in the OCSOA must complete the following three steps by April 1st of the year in which games will be officiated.  Candidates who apply after April 1st will be considered for membership in the following year.
Phase-1: Letters of Recommendation and Game Experience
Phase-2: Entry-Level Examination

Phase-3: Candidacy Completion

Step 2.   Submit three letters of recommendation, two from active NISOA members in good standing with at least five years of

 NISOA experience and one from a college soccer coach, NISOA assessor or NISOA clinician.  Board members, elected and appointed, are not eligible to serve as references.
Step 3.  Provide evidence of passing two field performance assessments using the approved NISOA officiating system.
Step 4.  Check the name of the OCSOA Regional Advisory Member nearest to you (listed below).
Step 5.  Complete the Statement of Officiating Experience by attaching a game list.
Step 6.  Return this form and the Statement of Officiating Experience to your Regional Advisory Member (listed below).
You will be notified of the results of Phase 1 as soon as possible.  If you are recommended as a Candidate, you will then be provided with necessary information to complete Phase 2, General Examination, which consists of taking the National Intercollegiate Soccer Officials Association Written Entry Exam.  Phase 3 consists of completing paperwork and paying fees.  You will then take the Fitness Test to complete your application and begin refereeing college soccer.

Applicants must have a minimum of three (3) verifiable years of soccer officiating experience at the varsity high school level or above (club equivalent level = U16 and older) and must have officiated as a referee in at least twenty-five (25) games at the high school varsity level, club equivalent level, amateur or professional level, under the approved NISOA officiating systems.
